
BLANKET PATTERN BL03 

 
Broken  Line Stitch 

 
Use this pretty pattern to brighten up a square. 

 
 
Choose any two colours. 
 
Size 8 or 9 needles according to your usual tension. 
 
To make an 8” square, cast on 42 stitches using one 
colour. 
 
Row 1: 
K1, P4, K4, P4, K4, P8, K4, P4, K4, P4, K1 
 
Row 2: 
Repeat as for row 1 
 
Row 3 & 4: 
Change colour and repeat as for first two rows. 
 
Work continues by alternating between colours until work measures 8” 
 
 

Double  Diamond Motif in crochet 
 

Use this pretty motif to make a blanket or a cushion. Change colours to add more interest.  
 

Skill-easy 

Hook size 5, double knitting wool 

 
Round 1: chain 4  join into ring 

Round 2:  ch 3,  tr 3 *2ch, 4tr repeat from * twice more, 2ch, ss 

to join in top of 3 ch,  

Round 3: ch3, tr into each tr of previous row, in each two ch 

space 2tr 2ch 2tr, ss to join in top of 3 ch 

Round 4: ch3, 1tr into each tr of previous row, 2tr 2ch 2tr into each 2ch space, ss to join in 

top of 3 ch. 

Round 5:  repeat round 2 twice more  

Fasten off 

  

Cushion 

Carry on as above until cushion size is reached. 

Make second piece. 

Finish by either sewing together or double crochet together. Add cushion pad. 
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
