Chunky Minidonk

(and yes he only has two legs)

4mm (8) needles
Chunky wool in main colour plus small amounts for nose, hoof, nostrils & tail.
Felt for eyes (or just sew them with wool)

Body (make 2 pieces)
Cast on 11 sts with snout colour and knit 6 rows.
Change to main colour and knit 44 rows. Cast off.

Legs (make 4 pieces)
Cast on 6 sts in hoof colour and knit 2 rows.
Change to main colour and knit 13 rows. Cast off.

Ears (make 2)

Cast on 6 sts in main colour and knit 16 rows.

Decrease 1 st at each end of next row.

Knit 1 row.

Repeat last 2 rows until 2 sts remain. K2tog and fasten off

Making up.

Legs.

Put 2 pieces of legs together and sew around 3 sides leaving top open. Stuff and
sew top together.

Body

Place both pieces together and sew up three sides, leaving tummy open. Stuff and
position legs in tummy seam (towards the back) Sew tummy seam catching legs
securely in seam.

Ears
Position ears on head and sew on securely. Sew in nostrils either side of nose.

Mane and tail.
Cut lengths of yarn and using a crochet hook or sewing needle, attach the pieces
between ears and on the back.
